Holy Church has assisted us throughout the whole of  this sublime drama, 

which contains the work of  our salvation. Her heavenly canticles, her magnificent ceremonies, have 

instructed us day by day, enabling us to follow and understand each feast and season.  

 Blessed be this mother for the care wherewith she has placed all these great mysteries before us, 

thus giving us light and love! Blessed be the sacred liturgy, which has brought us so much consolation 

and encouragement!  

 We have now to pass through the immovable portion of  the cycle: we shall find sublime spiritual 

episodes, worthy of  all our attention. Let us, then, prepare to resume our journey: let us take fresh 

courage in the thought that the Holy Ghost will direct our steps, and, by the sacred liturgy, of  which He 

is the inspirer, will continue to throw open to us treasures of  precept and example.

A COMMENTARY FOR PENTECOST 

A MIGHTY WIND 

   The giving of  the Spirit to the new people of  God crowns the mighty acts of  the Father in 

salvation history. 

 The Jewish feast of  Pentecost called all devout Jews to Jerusalem to celebrate their birth as God’s 

chosen people in the covenant Law given to Moses at Sinai (see Leviticus 23:15–21; Deuteronomy 16:9–

11). 

 In today’s First Reading, the mysteries prefigured in that feast are fulfilled in the pouring out of  

the Spirit on Mary and the Apostles (see Acts 1:14). 

 The Spirit seals the new law and new covenant brought by Jesus, written not on stone tablets but 

on the hearts of  believers, as the prophets promised (see 2 Corinthians 3:2–8; Romans 8:2). 

 The Spirit is revealed as the life-giving breath of  the Father, the Wisdom by which He made all 

things, as we sing in today’s Psalm. In the beginning, the Spirit came as a “mighty wind” sweeping over 

the face of  the earth (see Genesis 1:2). And in the new creation of  Pentecost, the Spirit again comes as 

“a strong, driving wind” to renew the face of  the earth. 

 As God fashioned the first man out of  dust and filled him 

with His Spirit (see Genesis 2:7), in today’s Gospel we see the 

New Adam become a life-giving Spirit, breathing new life into 

the Apostles (see 1 Corinthians 15:45, 47). 

 Like a river of  living water, for all ages He will pour out 

His Spirit on His body, the Church, as we hear in today’s Epistle 

(see also John 7:37–39). 

 We receive that Spirit in the sacraments, being made a 

“new creation” in Baptism (see 2 Corinthians 5:17; Galatians 

6:15). Drinking of  the one Spirit in the Eucharist (see 1           

Corinthians 10:4), we are the first fruits of  a new humanity—

fashioned from out of  every nation under heaven, with no dis-

tinctions of  wealth or language or race, a people born of  the 

Spirit.

Sts. Marcellinus and Peter, Martyrs June 2nd 

 

 During the persecution of  Diocletian, in 304, a Roman priest and an       

exorcist, named respectively Marcellinus and Peter, were apprehended and 

thrown into prison. While there, they zealously strengthened others of  the     

faithful and made new convert, among whom was their jailer Arthemius together 

with his wife and daughter. They were all condemned to death; and Marcellinus 

and Peter were led to a wood called the Silva Nigra, where they were beheaded in 

secretso that their place of  burial would remain unknown. 

 

 By an irony of  Divine Providence, their names that were doomed to    

oblivion have been inserted in the Roman Canon (that is, Eucharistic Prayer I)  

at Mass where they have been perpetuated over the centuries. Pope Damasus    

composed an epitaph for the tomb of  these two Martyrs 

and stated that he learned about them from their          

executioner, who had subsequently become a Christian.
